2009 Development Report 

In March we visited the leisure centre in Looe at the request of the Cornwall Society for the Blind for a come and try session which was enjoyed by all.  

We visited Brecon Leisure centre in May, Llangollen in June and Bangor leisure centre in July.  All three were well attended by visually impaired people of all ages and archery coaches keen to learn how they can help people.  We have been asked to go back to Bangor and WERE there for a weekend in February 2010 for a follow up session.

We went to the Sheffield Northern General Hospital in August for a coaching weekend which was very successful. Again there was a mixture of VIs and archery coaches and there was some spirited dialogue between them.

In October we visited Exeter School for the Blind and all the children really enjoyed themselves.  The youngster had different eye problems and other physical disabilities but they all took part and we were able to demonstrate all the tactile equipment used and were asked if we would go back next year.

Everywhere we have been in 2009 we have been warmly welcomed and have met with great enthusiasm from everyone.

In December we gave a presentation to Berkshire archery association which was very well attended and at the end of February we visited Cambridge archery association and had an extremely good day with enthusiastic coaches.  It is very encouraging that the development team are being asked to give presentations on VI archery to committed archery coaches.
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
