COMPETITION INFORMATION:

BBS Rules of Shooting in conjunction with GNAS Rules of Shooting will apply.

Record Status Shoots are liable for drug testing, if asked to do so you must comply, a refusal will be treated as a positive result.

A valid BBS & GNAS membership card will be required at registration. Entry to the competition can be refused if you fail to show either card, if you are not up to date with GNAS then you will void everyone else’s insurance on the day?

An up to date sight classification must be registered at BBS Headquarters.

BBS Dress Regulations apply to both Archer & Spotter (Green, and or, White).
For the Saturday Championship Round all archers who are classified B2/B3 or V.I. Open will not be permitted to shoot in the B1 category. Archers must shoot within their BBS recorded sight classification. All Bowsight archers will shoot in the V.I. Open category.

B1 competitors must wear blackouts from setting up any equipment until the end of the competition; they can only be removed during natural breaks as decided by the judge(s).

Saturday Championship Round

Double Portsmouth (shot in two sessions) 20 yards x 10 zone scoring

5 dozen arrows each session on a 60cm face, shot in ends of three in 2½ minutes

There will be two ends of sighting arrows @ 9.15am and this will include equipment inspection.

If you wish to be included in the ‘David Christie Memorial Handicap Award’ which will be taken from first session, you must submit an up to date handicap (see entry form).

There will be a Sunday morning Round, everyone can take part and if you are not B1 but wish to shoot using blackouts (please indicate on the entry form) and remember that B1 rules will apply as above.

The Sunday round will probably be the same as last year, The Worcester Round which is shot on a black and white 40cm face. Arrows are shot in ends of 5. A total of 60 arrows.  There are 2 faces placed in the centre on the boss, one above each other.  30 arrows into one face and 30 arrows into the second face.

Would all trophy holders please make sure that trophies are returned on the day. If you are unable to attend you must make arrangements with someone to return it for you.

Accommodation is charged at £23.00 for BBS members & £53.00 for non-members, per person per day. Shooting fees are £13.00 for BBS Members and £18.00 for non-members.

LILLESHALL INFORMATION:
IMPORTANT: Lilleshall charge for cancellations, this is around £15.00 if you cancel within three months of the date, let me know immediately if you need to cancel. If you cancel within seven days of the event then you will be charged the full cost of your accommodation. All costs will be recouped from yourself, less any deposit paid. Be aware that accommodation can become limited at busy periods, so if you book late, rooms may not be available and you will be responsible for finding (and paying for) your own alternative accommodation.

If you are staying residential you might be required to pay a £10.00 key deposit for your room, you can either pay this in cash or leave your credit card details at reception, your deposit will be refunded on return of keys.

Those staying Friday night only must return their keys by 9.30am Saturday morning, those staying over must return their keys by 12.30pm Sunday afternoon.

Dinner on Friday is from 6.30pm to 8.00pm, if you arrive after 8.00pm and you require a packed meal please indicate on the accommodation form.

Lunch on the Saturday will be served from 12.00 noon following the completion of the first round; lunch on the Sunday will be served from 12.30 p.m. As an alternative, packed lunches for either day can be pre-booked - see accommodation form (page 4) for details.
