The composition of the archery committee will be:

1b
In accordance with the BBS constitution, all officers and member representatives must be current, individual members of BBS.


1c
The chairperson must have a recognized vision impairment.


1d
The committee must have a minimum of 75% of vision impaired people.


1e
Officers shall be elected for a term of three years, but can then be re-elected at the relevant AGM.


1f
Member representatives on the committee will be elected for a term of two years, but can then be re-elected at the relevant AGM.


1g
The committee can co-opt individuals for specific duties, as and when deemed necessary.


1h
It will be the responsibility of the elected committee to elect specific required positions and co-optees. These positions will be offered in the committee meeting following the AGM, and will be revised annually at the said
meeting.


1i
If a committee position is not filled in the election procedures; 



the elected committee has the right to fill the position by way of the majority vote procedure.


1j
The committee will meet a minimum of twice per year.


1k
Committee members must be knowledgeable of their roles and responsibilities as documented by the archery sports committee.


1L
Committee policy and procedure documents will be made available on request.

Sec 2
The day’s procedure for the Annual General Meeting (AGM)


2a
The AGM must be held annually.


2b
Notice of the date of the AGM will be given at least 28 days prior to the event in the relevant issue of Target magazine.


2c
Nominations for committee positions must be registered (by an appropriate method), with
the secretary at least 18 days before the AGM.


2d
Motions for amendments to rules and procedures must be registered in writing, with the secretary at least 18 days before the AGM.


2e
Nominees and proposers must be current members of BBS.


2f
Any person wishing to be a committee member, must have taken part, or been involved in BBS archery events for a minimum of one year.


2g
Nominees who for acceptable reasons cannot attend the AGM, and who wish to be elected for position, must put their consent and acceptance in writing to the secretary, 18 days before the AGM.


2h
Members cannot nominate themselves for positions.


2i
Voting rights will be limited to individual members of BBS who are active in BBS archery.


2j
Committee positions will be restricted to a maximum of three members per archery club.

Sec 3
Voting rights and procedures at the AGM,


3a
Membership of BBS will be checked prior to voting paper being distributed.


3b
A list of nominations will be read out. 


3c
A policy of one member one vote will be applied.


3d
Votes for nominees will be taken for election to committee.


3e
All Officers and Committee Members will be elected by those members present at the Annual General Meeting.
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
