Title
Disciplinary Policy

Allegation of misconduct should be made in writing with confidentiality, to an executive officer of the BBS archery sports committee.  

It is at the absolute discretion of the committee to decide if an allegation is substantiated or should be dismissed.  

Any member of the organization against whom an allegation of misconduct, as defined below, is proven shall be subject to disciplinary measures.

Penalties for misconduct are laid out in section 4.

Any member who has been suspended, excluded or expelled cannot stand for committee for five years from the date the penalty is implemented.

Any member, who has been suspended, excluded or expelled, cannot attend any event or meeting arranged by the BBS archery committee without prior written consent.

Misconduct shall be defined as
Improper interference with the functioning or activities of the committee or members of the sport of BBS archery or

Actions which otherwise improperly damages a BBS archery member, the committee or a member of the committee acting in accordance with the committee roles and responsibilities, or the sport’s credibility or reputation.

This list of examples of misconduct is non-exhaustive and shall constitute misconduct, the committee may from time to time, define other issues which may be deemed as misconduct. whether occurring at an archery meeting under the auspices of the committee or elsewhere, whether involving archery affairs directly or otherwise.


a)
Any conduct which constitutes a criminal offense.


b)
Obstruction of or improper interference with the functions, duties or activities of any member or official or visitor to BBS archery events.


c)
Violence, indecent, disorderly, threatening, intimidating or offensive behavior or language.


d)
Sexual, religious, disability or racial harassment of any member or visitor of BBS archery.


e)
Cheating, or fraudulent behavior at any archery event shot under the auspices of BBS Archery.


f)
Breaches of any rules, procedures or codes laid down by BBS Archery including failure to communicate with the BBS archery sports committee in the first instance regarding complaints/disputes.


g)
Failure to comply with reasonable instruction relating to archery matters, including shooting, issued by a person authorized by the committee or by the rules to make such instruction.


h)
Failure to comply with or recognize the authority of the duly elected committee and its democratic decisions.

Suspensions, exclusions and other penalties.

a)
A person who is the subject of a complaint of misconduct may be penalized by the committee, pending a disciplinary hearing.


b)
A notice in writing regarding any suspension exclusion or expulsion, to the member may include a requirement that the member shall have no contact with the committee or with a named person/s.

Unless deemed necessary, no member shall be penalized without being given an opportunity, either verbal or in writing, to make representation to the committee.  In cases deemed necessary by the committee, a member may be suspended or excluded with immediate effect, in such cases the member will be given the opportunity for representation as soon as reasonably practicable.


a)  
A member who has been suspended or excluded may be given the opportunity of review on receipt of altered circumstances.


b)  
The result of any penalties for misconduct shall be set out in a report, which should include: the evidence received findings of the allegation, the penalty imposed and any factors taken into consideration.  A copy of the report shall be sent to any party who has a material interest, within one month of the decision.


c)
Any member who is suspended, excluded or expelled may not attend any event or meeting held by the Archery sports Committee, unless invited by the said committee.


d)
Any member who has faced a disciplinary action of suspension, exclusion or expulsion may not stand for committee within five years of the disciplinary action. 

4
Penalties for acts of misconduct.

a)
Cautioned



No penalty is imposed, but if the member is found to have had proven against him or her the allegation of misconduct on a subsequent occasion she or he will be dealt with for both offenses.


b)
Conditionally discharged.



No penalty is imposed, subject to the member having to fulfill certain specified conditions including future good behavior. If the conditions are not met, a penalty may be imposed following a further hearing.


c)
Fined.



Prevented from claiming any expenses from BBS archery sports committee, for a defined period of time, or a specific number of events.


d)
Suspended



For a fixed period of time.


e)
Excluded



From certain named events


f)
Expelled



Total exclusion from BBS archery.
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
