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1	ATTENDANCE 





	a)	Members must attend all parades, meetings and other functions as directed by the Team Manager.


	b)	Accommodation and transport as allocated by the Team Manager must be used.


	c)	Punctuality on all occasions is essential and any curfew must be observed.





2	PERSONAL APPEARANCE





	a)	This shall be appropriate to the circumstances and as directed by the Team Manager.


	b)	Team kit and equipment as issued or requested, shall be worn as directed by the Team Manager when competing and training, also when assembling or travelling, at official functions or other occasions as directed.





3	BEHAVIOUR AND PERSONAL CONDUCT





	a)	Behaviour and personal conduct must at all times be of a high standard and designed to reflect favourably on British Blind Sport and archery. Any other behaviour is totally unacceptable.


	b)	Language in public or relevant group situations must be appropriate and socially acceptable. If abusive language used by a team member is deemed as offensive, the disciplinary policy shall be used and the team member dealt with in accordance with those rules. The rules should be made clear to all team members prior to an event commencing.


	c)	Team members shall not show dissent and shall abide by the rules of the officials at any event. The rules of the sport shall apply to any acts of dissent.

4	DRUGS AND MEDICATION - refer to Drug abuse in Sport booklet.





5	MEDIA RELATIONS





		The Team Manager will approve all interviews and be present or represented when and where appropriate. It is recognised to be in the best interests of the charity and the sport that a good working relationship be established with the media.





6	CROSS CULTRUAL MATTERS  





		The team members will ensure that they are sensitive to customs, dress codes, laws and social behaviour of the Country they are visiting, their own Country and other visiting nations.





7	WAIVER





		All points on the Code of Conduct, other than those under the heading of Sanctions or Drug Related or sight category, can be waived by the Team Manager.





8		SANCTIONS





		Breaches of the Code of Conduct shall be dealt with in the first instance by the Team Manager  who will meet to discuss the matter in question. The team member will be able at this time to give an account of their conduct. The Team Manager shall report the incident to the BBS Archery Committee(s) who will take such further action as they deem necessary. If any team member wishes to report a member of the team for breaking the Code of Conduct they must report it directly to the Team Manager (or if it is the team manager being reported, a responsible person) who will deal with the matter following the laid down procedures.


		Appeals will follow the disciplinary procedure.


9		ADDITIONAL REQUIREMENTS





	a)	All members shall abide by the rules of shooting laid down by IBSA and IPC in the first instance and also BBS/GNAS / FITA.


	b)	All members shall be required to work as a team at all times during training and competition.


	c)	Team meetings shall take place prior to a tournament and a de-brief will be held afterwards, all members will be requested to attend, and to write a report for the committee on their return.


	d)	Team members shall be responsible for supplying their own ‘Spotter’ who will be fully trained and familiar with current Rules and Regulations for the competition. If for any reason the archer’s spotter is unable to attend or is unacceptable, the BBS archery committee may designate a spotter for the archer. Spotters are also required to sign the declaration agreeing to these terms and conditions.


	e)	In addition archers should also ensure that they have their own equipment and necessary spares.


	f)	Both archer and spotter shall observe and conform with all dress code regulations at all International events.


	g)	Funding towards events will be awarded strictly in line with current BBS Rules and Regulations when funding is available.
