Congratulations to the following who set new National Records in their respective categories for the VIIR 1 FITA:

Tilly Trotter with 166, Melissa Carter 785 (in the B3 category), Dorothy Cooper 1241 and Steve Moseley with 1243. Peter Hammond set a new National Record for B1 Compound with 654. Last year Roger Rees-Evans broke this record with 586 and Peter was only one point behind him, unfortunately Roger was unable to shoot this year due to a shoulder injury.

Other Awards

The ‘Christie Award’ for the most improved score from the previous year went to David Poyner with an improvement of 131 points; six other archers also improved their scores. Reward Badges based on improvement of score each year for this particular Round were awarded to Harry Docherty and Clive Jones 400, Lewis March and Patrick Sidnell 550, Peter Hammond 650, Joan Toman 800, Dorothy Cooper and Steve Moseley 1200.

We had three new categories this year, Ladies B2/3 and Open Compound and Gents Open Compound, although we had medals to hand out there were no trophies. We have received offers to sponsor two of these trophies, one from Marjorie Scott and another from the March family, and we are extremely grateful for these.  If anyone wishes to donate a trophy for the third category, please contact Roger Rees-Evans or any member of the Archery Committee, they would be greatly appreciated.

Last year we included a ‘Blackout’ Round on the second day to encourage archers to take part in this discipline. This year a second trophy was donated for this Round for those archers who preferred not to shoot with blackouts. This was awarded based on improvement of handicap from the previous day’s allocated handicap for shooting on the 80cm target face. The winner of the Blackout Round with a score of 177 for 3 dozen arrows was Melissa Carter and the handicap based trophy called the ‘Blinkie’ Trophy went to David Poyner who improved by four.
