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Dear Member

The sight test form, completed by the optometrist/ophthalmologist must be returned to the BBS archery sports committee, at the above address, in the first instance.  

This committee is responsible for ensuring that the BBS sight classifiers are aware of this sports classification method which varies from other sports.

It is your responsibility to ensure that the optometrist/ophthalmologist takes an accurate reading on both acuity and field with best correction, and that the form is counter signed by you. 

It is your responsibility to ensure a printed field test is attached to the form if your test is based on reduced field of vision.

If you are unable to submit a printed field test, (a reason must be given) you must submit proof of your registration as a blind or partially sighted person.  This will be a copy of your BD8/CVI2003 certificate (or relevant medical form) or a letter from your social services with your registration number.

Note:  At International level any archer who is found to have a different classification than that on their BBS sight classification form, (by the IBSA classifier) will be required to pay a fee of approximately £40 (cost may vary) at their own expense, to contest this.  They may also be disqualified from shooting in the category they were selected for.  This would also have a direct affect on their future selection for International competition.
